It feels a little more mysterious, not as expressive

or open, a bit reductive perhaps, but the aromas are
clean and don't show any excess ripeness. They did

an amazing job eliminating all the raisins that
didn't make it into the fermentation vat, and the
extra workload has clearly paid off. The wine has

some grip and fine, chalky tannins.
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
